The guide represents a significant advancement in the effort to achieve
gender equality in education. Its comprehensive and standardized approach
ensures that all students, regardless of gender, can benefit from an inclusive and
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supportive learning environment. Through this guide, the Equalist Europe project
makes a lasting impact on the educational landscape, fostering a culture of
equality and respect in schools across Europe.

Other output, The European Gender Equality Portal was a significant
milestone of the Equalist Europe project. Led by Adalya Koleji, the portal was
developed to serve as a comprehensive online resource and networking platform
dedicated to promoting gender equality across educational institutions in Europe.
The primary objectives of the European Gender Equality Portal are to provide
schools, universities, NGOs, and youth organizations with access to a wide range
of resources, including best practices, research findings, policy guidelines, and
educational materials related to gender equality. The other goals of the portal are
